Participants may select from several divisions of play but may only play in one division. Please
compete in the division which most accurately describes your team members’ abilities. If necessary,
contact the League President for clarification of divisions or help with division selection.

Competitive: Highest skill level; for players who excel at volleyball
Advanced Intermediate A: High skill level, experienced player
Advanced Intermediate B: Moderate to high skill level, organized play
Intermediate A: Moderate skill level, moderate experience.

Intermediate B: Recreational level play with spiking.

Recreational: No spiking; for those plaving for recreation only.

Enrollment Guidelines:

* SFEA members must be at least 17 years old and out of high school to participate.

» Participants may enroll in only one SFEA Adult Summer Hardcourt Co—Rec volleyball team.
» At least 50% of the players on the court at all times must be female.

» Subs will not be eligible for awards.

The Recreational division will be governed by State Farm recreational regulations. All other divisions
will be governed by the USAVB rules and regulations.

Teams must consist of a minimum of 8 full-time players. Rosters that are submitted with less than 8
full-time players will have individual enrollees, if available, added to their rosters to bring them to the
minimum roster requirement. If enough individuals are not available, rosters with less than 8 fulltime
players will have the option of having its members converted to individual enrollees or have their
money refunded.

Individuals are encouraged to sign up even without a team! New teams will be formed if enough
individuals sign up to play for a particular division, or individuals may be placed on existing teams.
