We highly recommend that you sign up now   
for all events of interest to avoid missing deadlines and to assist the planning by a volunteer organizer of a   
specific event.   

The membership fee is $5.00 per year (individual or family), paid to SFEA. Participants must provide their   
own equipment, food, reservation and trip costs. Club funds are used to provide coffee, purchasing   
equipment that can be used for club activities, and other club-wide event costs.
